The Iu Mien Student Conference (IMSC) Achievement Scholarship Award is an academic scholarship 
award developed by the IMSC committee. For over a decade, the committee has been dedicated to 
awarding numerous scholarships to Iu Mien high school seniors that demonstrate academic achievement, 
community involvement, and leadership. IMSC understands the hardships that many Iu Mien students 
may face and serves to provide financial support as they pursue higher education. Iu Mien high school 
seniors who are active in the community and have taken on leadership roles are encouraged to apply. 
Award Amount: $500-$1000. The number and amount of scholarships awarded varies each year 
depending on funds available. Funds will be disbursed after proof of class registration for Fall 2025. 
 
 
Eligibility 
Iu Mien high school seniors who have maintained an overall 2.5 GPA or higher and are planning to attend 
a post-secondary institution or trade school.

-​ Minimum of one Letter of Recommendation (from a community leader, counselor, employer, 
supervisor, or teacher) 
-​ Sealed official transcript

You 
may choose to respond to the personal statement questions in forms such as a video/audio (no longer 
than 10 minutes), painting, poem etc. In addition to your submission piece, you must describe what you 
are presenting and why you chose to respond to the personal statement in this form (1-2 paragraphs). 
Remember, ALL parts of the personal prompt must be addressed.  
 
ESSAY PROMPTS 
Please answer ALL essay questions: 

1.​ Reflect on your Iu Mien identity. What does being Iu Mien mean to you? How will you use 
your skills and education to advance the Iu Mien community? 

2.​ Reflect on the leaders you have met over the course of your life and what characteristics make 
them a great leader. How will you utilize those characteristics to help improve your leadership 
skills? 

3.​ If you could choose to do any type of work for the rest of your life without being paid, what 
would it be and why? 

 
LETTER OF RECOMMENDATION 
Include a letter of recommendation from a teacher, counselor, community leader, employer, or 
supervisor. Please ask your recommender to address the following: 
●​ Years of acquaintance 
●​ Your strengths and qualifications 
●​ A personal evaluation of your leadership skills 
●​ Describe your achievements 
●​ Illustrate your potential 
●​ Any substantial information he/she wishes to provide us to aid our selection process.

Official 
transcripts have the school seal. Unofficial transcripts will not be accepted.
